DVD-Video Technical Specifications:

1. DVD Media: Either pressed DVD or DVD-R is acceptable. DVD+R, DVD-RW, DVD+RW must not be used, because some hardware players cannot read them correctly.

2. DVD authoring structure: The DVD must have only one VTS (video title set). Video subtitles, if required, should be burned into the video track.

3. Make sure that the DVD is:
a. Free from physical defect (scratch on the DVD surface, for instance).
b. A valid DVD-Video (i.e., it plays on a regular, off-the-shelf, DVD player).
c. NO test pattern or countdown at the beginning of your programme.
d. NO extra material running at the end of your programme.
